Starting school Transition — Preschool to
Reception

In line with Government (Department for
Education) policy, children must turn 5 years old on or before April 30'" to start at the beginning of Term 1 of each year.

From 2024 there will be a mid-year intake into primary school. From 2024, if your child turns 5 years between 1 May and
31 October, they can start school in either: Term 3 of the same year or Term 1 the following year. Students enrolled
through a mid-year intake will complete 6 terms of reception.

Canteen
Our canteen is run by an external provider on Thursdays and Fridays. Parents need to download the QKR application to
access ordering and weekly menus.

Medication
We are able to dispense regular medication prescribed by the doctor. There are a number of forms which have to be
completed to do this.
